« Yesterday and Today’s Walls» :
Work On History And Collective Memory

CONTEXT

The theme of this seminar is walls through History and the consequences they caused on populations. These boarders erected between people throughout History, were used to protect, to divide, to separate, to lock or to destroy. They appear as physical boarders and now as imaginary ones even though they disappeared (e.g Berlin Wall).

The effects caused by these walls make connection between our own history and others’ difficult.

In this training cycle, we will found out :

· how an intercultural exchange can be useful for dealing with the effects of such historical and common events

· how the knowledge and practice of our own culture and others’ could ease constructive work on collective history and its impacts

· we will use multimedia tools to work on the various experiences and perceptions of History.
